He later studied
classical clarinet at the Vilnius M. K. Ciurlionis Art Academy and saxophone at the Lithuanian Musical Academy. Since

1999, he has studied at The Rhythmic Music Conservatory in Copenhagen, Denmark. He has won classical competitions

for reed instruments, was awarded a scholarship to study at the Berkley College of Music in Boston, USA, and was the
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Competition of Jazz Soloists in Klaipeda. Together with Jacob Anderskov and Stefan Pasborg, Mockunas won the first

prize at the 2001 European Tournament in Pointiers, France. Since the turn of the millennium Mockunas has gradually
made a name in Denmark as sideman in groups like Copenhagen Art Ensemble and Ok Nok Kongo.
